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COLLABORATION AGREEMENT

Moscow State Forest University
and
Saimaa University of Applied Sciences

For realization of mutually beneficial co-operation in higher education between Saimaa
University of Applied Sciences and Moscow State Forest University the parties have
agreed on following forms and conditions of co-operation:

1. Forms of co-operation

1.1.  Student and trainee exchange

o student exchange for one semester

e short-term excursions for students (programs agreed by both parties)

e industrial placement

» preparation of final thesis (diploma work)

Teacher and specialist exchange

Comparison of curricula in order to check the possibilities of creating the double
degree programs for students

Planning and development of joint educational materials and study modules
Planning and implementation of joint complementary and retraining courses
Implementation of joint research and development projects and other projects.
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2. General terms of co-operation

The amount and conditions of student and teacher exchanges will be agreed between the
parties in the annual plans of activities. The conditions of other joint activities and projects
the parties agree in each case separately.

3. General provisions

3.1. This Agreement has been concluded in four originals - two in Russian and two in
English. Each partner will get one original in English and one in Russian.



3.2. This Agreement is valid from its signing for five years and after that always
automatically for another five years unless one of the institutions wants to cancel it
or suggest changes to it at six months notice before the agreement is due.
