The text should be typed 1,5 Times New Roman Cyr 14 pt. 

Margins should be 2.5 cm left/right/top/bottom (paper size A4). 

Format – Microsoft Word for Windows. 

All co-authors should sign the printed version. If there is no signature, one should provide the reason of this. The authors present the electronic variant either on a floppy disk or via e-mail as attached file.

The file name of the abstract should be English transliteration of the first author's name (example:kisleyko.doc or kisleyko.rtf).

The abstract should be 2 pages maximum in Russian as well as in English (including references).

The Special Committee will evaluate abstracts and select the best ones that will be published in the journal “Herald of Moscow State Forest University – the Forest Bulletin” (“Lesnoi Vestnik”). This journal was included in the leading scientific journals and publications listing of the Highest Attestation Commission of the Ministry of Education of RF. 
Organizing fee:
The exact amount of contribution (organizing) fee will be fixed in the second information letter. An expected organizing fee will be: for young scientists - 175 Euro; for the rest of participants - 250 Euro. 

The organizing fee covers transport to the research-to practice study, excursion costs, dinners and informal dinner. The fee will be paid after the second information letter publishing.
